MONDAY:

Hand back factor/multiple assessment.

Students will learn how to multiply by multiples of ten.

As teacher  reference use pages 146-147.  Teacher will use reteaching overhead 6.1 as introduction/guided practice for multiplying by multiples of ten.

Teacher and class will discuss strategies to solve multiplication problems such as

400 X 8 (Look for the basic fact and record the number of zeros).  Go through many examples.

TUESDAY:
Students will estimate products.  

Use pages 148-149 as guided practice examples.

Use practice 6.2 as guided practice as whole group.

Assignment:  Handwritten estimating products sheet from Julie and Problem 

WEDNESDAY:

Multiply a 2-digit number by a 1 digit number. 4.1.5.D

Teacher will use page 150-151 as teacher reference.

Teacher will use unifix cubes (AS A GROUP IN FRONT OF ROOM) to represent multiplying a 2 digit number by a 1 digit number.(no renaming).  Do several examples as whole group.

Do some examples without manipulatives as a whole group.
Assignment: sheet on multiplying a 2 digit by a 1 digit without renaming /regrouping.
THURSDAY:
Multiply a 2-digit number by a 1 digit number.  

Review multiplying a 2 digit by a 1 digit without renaming /regrouping. 

Then introduce multiplying a 2 digit by a 1 digit with renaming/regrouping. 

Use manipulatives to illustrate the process of renaming when multiplying a 2 digit by a 1digit number.  Do as many examples as necessary.

As guided practice work through examples on Page 1 on Multiplying by one digit factors. (Julie’s copy

Do some examples without manipulatives as a whole group.

Assignment:  Homework Problem solving 6.3 and Graph Paper Example.
FRIDAY:
Multiply a 2-digit number by a 1 digit number. 

Review multiplying with regrouping a 2 digit by 1 digit as a whole group at the beginning.

Students will be given three dice and will be asked to try and create the largest product possible from the three dice.  In pairs student will solve problems set up.  Students will also use calculator to check multiplication problems and to eventually add products rolled.  (Each pair will have at least ten rolls.)

Teacher will circulate and observe students solving problems.  Teacher may also continue checking facts with individual students.

READING:  WHOLE GROUP LESSONS

MONDAY:
IOWA CORE (W.E.B. Reading Program is working to improve: Literature IA.1 Page 13, RL 4.10 Page 14

IOWA CORE RL 4.3, IA.1, RL 4.4 VOCAB RL 4.1, RL 4.2, RL 4.7 (ALL WEEK)

Start reading time with WEB reading time (Read to Self) Pair Share about what they are reading.

Read “Mexico: My New Home.”    This passage will introduce us to the focus vocabulary for this passage.  Use pages 178-179  in teachers guide. The first time reading the passage focus on defining key vocabulary. Use teacher’s guide to help teach vocab.

Assign On Level workbook page 45 on vocabulary and page 46 (approaching) on main idea to review vocab  and main idea.

TUESDAY and WEDNESDAY: 
Review as a whole group vocabulary from “Mexico My New Home”  Go over worksheet assigned the day before.   

Also use smartboard to review vocabulary using word match game.

**Begin reading story My Diary from Here to There.  

Use Vocabulary Transparency 13 to help review definitions too.  See page 207  C in textbook.

Will read and discuss  My Diary from Here to There. (180-199)  As we read use the questions and Think Alouds to support instruction about the comprehension strategies and skills.  Also discuss/review definitions for vocabulary words as we read.  

Fill out On Level Practice Book Page 47.  Fill it out as we read the passage.

 Fill it out as we read the passage.  (Inference Word Web).  (Teachers Text gives key/guide to recording facts .)

THURSDAY:

Today we will review for the selection test on Friday.  Review vocabulary and events related to the story.

Also have students follow along with the CD as story is read to help students hear good modeling for fluent reading and reading with expression.

After the above work on a Timed Reading Plus sheet or a sheet from Basic Skills Reading Book.

As a whole group review what our basic freedoms are as United State Citizenzs.

Go over basic rules for “My Favorite Freedom Is”  Esssay.

Students will first brainstorm supporting details for their favorite freedom.

TUESDAY:

Review rules and expectations.

Write their essay using their brainstorm list.    (“My Favortie Freedom Is”)

WEDNESDAY: 

Students will be given time to revise, edit, and proofread their essay for “My Favorite Freedom Is”  essay.  Students will work on final copy and final copy is due on Friday.

THURSDAY: 

Teacher will model narrative paragraph and model prewriting completed as well. (Mower Story)

**Students will use their prewriting sheet to write their rough draft for narrative paragraph #1.  

**Before giving work time on paragraphs review rubric as a whole group. 

Discuss rubric and then give students work time on rough draft. 

Students should use a topic sentence from their “This is Your Life” handout.  

Rough draft due on Friday.

FRIDAY:
The students will revise their first narrative paragraph

Students will use page 172 and 73 as a revising checklist.  Go over this sheet first as a whole group to inform students what they should be looking for.

Discuss this checklist first as a whole group.  This will be done with partners.

Time to revise their paragraphs with a partner.

SCIENCE:
MONDAY- WEDNESDAY:
Benchmarks/Indicators:  All week:  #3.2 A, B, C.

On the first 2 days we will work through the Ed Head Website Simple Machines Activity.  First two days we will spend going through the house and garage, bedroom, bathroom, and kitchen.  As we do this we will read and learn about all the simple machines.

On the second day the students will work through the website on their own and complete a sheet as they do so.  On this day they will focus on the on the toolshed and learn about compound machines.

Collect sheet for evaluation.
