Today begin lesson by going over the assessment for the novel On My Honor.

After going over assessment, review characteristics of an effective summary.

(Introductory Sentence, Beginning, Middle, End, Closing Sentence)  Summaries should not be  too long.  Just review key points.

Teacher will share summary for chapter 1 as  a model.  Teacher will also model creating a title for chapter 1 and discuss why they chose the title.

Teacher will then assign partners and assign the students to read a chapter and write   a summary for the chapter.

Teacher will also have students take notes while reading the chapter to help them write their summary.

***Teacher will also encourage students to brainstorm at least two ideas for a chapter title.
**I want summaries turned in by the end of the period on Friday so that I can evaluate them by Monday.
FOLLOWING MONDAY:

Today students will be introduced to Little Bird Tales.   Students will be given the period to type their summary and save it.  

Goal on Monday is to have the summaries typed and proofread by students and teachers.

FOLLOWING TUESDAY AND WEDNESDAY:

Begin each period with WEB reading and pair share.  

On these two days the students will be introduced to how to use Little Bird Tales to draw a picture for their chapter.

They will be given two days to draw a picture related to their chapter.

The students will have  a title, a summary, and an illustration.

READING--WOLFPACK

MONDAY-FRIDAY

On  Monday  the students will begin writing the rough drafts for their research report.  

First teacher will model how to  go from note form to written form.  Teacher will offer many reminders about writing their rough draft such as spelling, punctuation, grammar, organization or sequence of writing, remaining factual,  and revisiting sources if necessary.

Teacher will model writing by sharing a paragraph on the Wolverine for description and classification.

Students will begin writing paragraphs and assigned certain topics to write paragraphs for .

Assign description and classification.

Students will be given handout with pointers.

TUESDAY, WEDNESSDAY, AND THURSDAY:
On these 3 days students will write rough drafts for last 3  paragraphs. (Habitat, Life Processes, and Additional facts.)

FRIDAY:
Today the students will read over their written rough drafts for their research report and proofread it.  They will be given a proofreading guide for reading over their rough drafts. This will take some time to complete.
