During the reading of the novel Shiloh we are going to use a combination of Free Writes, Double Entry Reflective Journals, Dialogue Journals, and Perspective Entries. What we choose to use from day to day depends on the reading we have completed. For example some days really lend itself to perspective entries, while another day a Double Entry Reflective Journal will be best.  WE WILL DO BLOGGING INSTEAD OF PAPER COPIES 
We will introduce and begin novel titled:  Shiloh by Phyllis Reynolds Naylor.

Use Before Reading Questions on page 7 of Alternative Assessment book to introduce and plot and theme of novel.  (Setting Purpose)
Read poem, “Mother doesn’t want a dog.”

Read back cover as introduction.  Discuss feelings and what you need to to do to take care of  a pet.    

Look up Shiloh, West Virginia, Friendly, WV, Sisterville, Wheeling, and Parkersburg, Wv.  (use encyclopedia overheads)

Read and discuss pages 11-18. (chapter one) as a whole group.  Discuss what we learn about the setting.  Discuss  and define vocabulary.

Focus on cause and effect, predicting, and character traits as we read and discuss. 

Talk about visualizing since the novel doesn’t include illustrations.  Review what we mean by visualizing.

Create a title for chapter one that reflects the main idea/main pts of the chapter.

Teacher will model a written summary for chapter one.

TUESDAY:

Review main characters and setting for previous day’s  reading.  After reviewing and discussing the reading review vocabulary from pages read.  

Following the above the students will read pages 19 - 27 (chapter 2)  in Shiloh.  

Students will answer questions on their own  and hand in today.
If students finish early they will do W.E.B. reading.

Students will also be assigned to define selected vocabulary for chapter 2.  

WEDNESDAY:

Discuss Tuesday’s reading assignment as a whole group.  Review setting  from Tuesday’s reading.

As a whole group read and discuss chapter 3 pages.   Infer about character feelings, thoughts, or actions. 

**As we read chapter 3 we will also use the context to define selected vocabulary words.

Possibly assign reflective journal entry or perspective entry.

Today I will model sticky note discussion activity (CRISS STRATEGY)  for chapters 1-3 I will model using sticky notes through using chapter one through 3.

I will go throughout the prompt sheet that will assist the students with the use of sticky notes.   (PROMPT SHEET COVERS MANY CRITICAL READING SKILLS AND STRATEGIES THAT REQUIREDS STUDETNS TO RESPOND TO THE TEXT IN MEANINGFUL WAYS)

After modeling students will read chapters 4 and use sticky notes to help with discussion the following day. (4 sticky notes)

Also remind students about character traits sheet.

**Assign vocabulary or possibly frontload vocabulary for chapter 4.

Sticky note discussion over chapter four .  Go over guidelines for sticky note discussions.

Pages 61 and 62 in the red CRISS manual describes steps for sticky note discussions.

I will model to get our sticky note discussion started.

Review vocabulary.   Also review character trait sheet if possible.

Persuasive Writing:  Iowa Core Writing Standard Grade 4 W.4.2 Page 23 of 77.

Write opinion pieces on topics or texts, supporting a point of view with reasons and information.   THESE ARE FOR THE ENTIRE PERSUASIVE PARAGRAPH WRITING UNIT.
a. introduce a topic or text clearly, state an opinion, and create an organizational structure in which related ideas are grouped to support the writer’s purpose.

b. Provide reason that are supported by facts and details

c. Link opinion and reasons using words and phrases (eg:  for instance, in order, in addition, furthermore, etc.)

d. Provide a concluding statement or section related to the opinion stated.

Teacher will introduce students to the next type of paragraph. (persuasive paragraph)

Begin with discussion about what the students think it means to persuade or to try and be persuasive.  Have students discuss with one another and class times they have had to be persuasive (at home or at school).  

Ask students to share what they did to try to persuade parents or friends.

The class will then use page 64 in Writer’s Express to introduce  persuasive writing and persuasive paragraphs.  

As we read paragraph discuss how the writer had reasons or facts for their opinion, but then they explained with examples or more details to help them be persuasive.

**Use the website above to also teach about persuasive paragraphs.  

Review how these paragraphs still have topic sentences and a conclusion. 

**Also discuss fact and opinion.  Students will review how to differentiate between the two.

Review what we learned about persuasive paragraphs the day before.  Then use page 309 in Writers Express.  This page will  help students learn how to use facts and opinions correctly.  It will also introduce students to opinion statements and what should be included.  

Then use page 310 and 311 that avoids fuzzy thinking. 

Then ask the kids to list topics they have opinions about.

FRIDAY:
Students will be assigned to write a persuasive paragraph on the following topic:

“Why Students Should Not Start Smoking.”

COPY INFORMATION FROM ENCYCLOPEDIA AND GET BROCHURES FROM DR.’S OFFICE

Students should collect details and facts on Friday on negative effects of smoking using sources listed above.

Do selective highlighting and use graphic organizer.

Use internet on day two for students to find additional facts.

INVESTIGATION 4:  CURRENT ATTRACTIONS—FOSS KIT

PART 1:  Making an Electromagnet

Teacher demo:  Dump small washers into well of circuit base.  Pick up with magnet.

Pick up rivet with magnet. Use the rivet stuck to the magnet to pick up the washers.

Use the rivet by itself to pick up washers.

This is a steel rivet, but it isn’t a magnet.  Can you make a rivet like this into a magnet that will turn on and off?

Tackle the challenge on their own.  Materials are available on the back table:  1 rivet, 1 electromagnet wire, 1 short wire, circuit base, 1 D-cell, 1 switch, and 1 cup of small washers.
DAY 1:  INTRODUCE EQUIPMENT AND GIVE STUDENTS TIME TO EXPERIMENT AND DISCOVER A WAY TO MAKE AN ELECTROMAGNET.  SHARE DISCOVERIES.

Guided:  There is a new wire you can use to transfer the washers.

Pull class together.  Make sure switches are off.  Ask for discoveries.  (Wire wrapped around rivet, 

rivet must be in a circuit, rivet is a magnet only when the circuit is closed).

Introduce electromagnet:  

An electromagnet is a piece of iron with insulated wire wrapped around it.  While electric current is flowing through the wire, the piece of steel becomes a temporary magnet.

Find the best electromagnet design (wire wound around the top of the rivet as many times)

Set Standards - same number of winds (30-40), pick up washers on the head of the rivet, count the washers lifted to determine the strength of the magnet.
