MATH: FROM NOW UNTIL THE END OF THE YEAR WE WILL MAKE SURE TO START THE PERIOD WITH COMPUTATION REVIEW AND MATH SKILLS REVIEW  SIMILAR TO IA ASSESSMENT SKILLS FROM OUR DATA REVIEW DAY.

MONDAY and TUESDAY:

IA Core:  4.OA pg 31  4.NBT.4 pg 31   THESE DIVISION EQUATIONS HAVE 2 DIGIT QUOTIENTS.  THIS IS THE FIRST TWO DAYS FOR THIS.
Teacher will use pages 206-209 as teacher guide and reference.

As a large group we will use manipulatives to help students visualize division problems which will have a remainder. The use of manipulatives may utilize unifix cubes or  we may use manipulatives on the overhead.

**Students may use counters at their own desks too as we work through examples.

We will discuss the definition of a remainder in a division number sentence as we work through division number sentences.

**Students will be given a note with the steps of division on it. Do as many division examples as needed. (with or without manipulatives)

**Teach kids Keys to Long Division song.--optional

**Students will also be taught how multiplication and addition can be used to check their division.

WEDNESDAY:  Students will read  Roadrunners Dance (280-295) together with a partner first and answer comprehension questions as they read the selection.  We will use these to help guide our discussion of the selection. 

THURSDAY:  On Thursday we will discuss the selection by using the assigned reading  and assigned questions.  On Thursday we will reread Roadrunners Dance (280-295) if necessary.  As we read use the questions and Think Alouds to support instruction about the comprehension strategies and skills.  Also discuss/review definitions for vocabulary words as we read.  **Students may also reread the passage with another partner instead of as a whole group.  **We may also read with the cd as well.
