Lesson Plans for the week of:  
Lessons 10/14-10/18, 13-14.

Special Notes/Reminders for the week:
MATH:  On certain days we will begin the period with mental math  This will depend on the length or material covered in each lesson.  Problem of the day will also be done on some days.

MONDAY:
IA Core:  4.OA pg 31  4.NBT.4 pg 31 
Review multiples of 10 and 11 and how to compute them mentally.  Students will identify techniques used to compute products for 10 and 11.

Use p. 98-99 for problems and some guided practice.

After above students will be given practice time for 6, 7, and 8 facts.

The teacher will be testing for mastery of 3’s and 4’s.

Assignment: Practice 4.5 and P.S. 4.5 and an sheet just on elevens.

TUESDAY:


Teacher will introduce methods to approach the multiples of 12.
For example for 12 X 7:   Think: 11x 7= 77 then add 7= 84.

**Work through all examples for the multiples of 12.  Overhead grid paper will be used to help students visualize strategy being taught.  Practice technique solving 12’s.  

Then students will make their own flashcards for the multiples of 12.  Students will use a calculator to check their prediction for the products for the 12 facts.  (use index cards)  

If time remains students will practice with flashcards. 

Assignment:  Students will be assigned to  explain how they use today’s taught strategy in either words, using arrays, or numbers.

Example:  Explain how you can use today’s strategy to solve 12 x 6.  Use numbers, arrays, or words to explain how you use the strategy taught today.

WEDNESDAY:

Review technique from last week (using 11’s to help with 12’s)  and then introduce technique below for the multiples of 12.

12 x 7:   Think:  10 x7 = 70 and 2x 7 = 14 so 70 + 14 = 84.

This will also show how multiplication and addition are similar.   Overhead grid paper may be used as a visual aid of process being taught today.

**Work through several examples for the multiples of 12.

Practice technique solving  all 12’s.

Assignment: Assign Practice 4.6 and Problem Solving 4.6

**Remind students to study multiplication facts at home.

THURSDAY:
Teacher will introduce square products or perfect squares and discuss  location on the times table chart.

Then model outlining perfect squares on graph paper.  Students will outline each perfect square fact.
Then assign perfect square worksheet.

FRIDAY:

Review fact families and arrays.  

Use page 126 and 3.1 Use What you Know as guided practice.  

Then assign typed practice on arrays.  Students will need to list addition problem and multiplication problem.  

READING:  WHOLE GROUP LESSONS

MONDAY:
IOWA CORE (W.E.B. Reading Program is working to improve: Literature IA.1 Page 13, RL 4.10 Page 14

IOWA CORE RL 4.3, IA.1, RL 4.4 VOCAB RL 4.1, RL 4.2, RL 4.7 (ALL WEEK)

Start reading time with WEB reading time (Read to Self) Pair Share about what they are reading.

Read “Rafting Ready or Not.”    This passage will introduce us to the focus vocabulary for this passage.  Use pages 110-111  in teachers guide. The first time reading the passage focus on defining key vocabulary. Use teacher’s guide to help teach vocab.

Assign On Level workbook page 29 on vocabulary and page 30 (approaching) on character setting and plot.

TUESDAY: 

Review as a whole group vocabulary from “Rafting Ready or Not”  Go over worksheet assigned the day before.  

Then using smartboard to review vocabulary using word match game.
Use Vocabulary Transparency 9 to help review definitions too.  See page 143C in textbook.--maybe save this until next day.

Possibly begin reading story today.

**Also if we didn’t get to Timed Reading Plus last week do another passage today.

WEDNESDAY and THURSDAY:  
We will read and discuss  The Raft (113-135)  As we read use the questions and Think Alouds to support instruction about the comprehension strategies and skills.  Also discuss/review definitions for vocabulary words as we read.  

Fill out On Level Practice Book Page 31.  Fill it out as we read the passage.

 Fill it out as we read the passage.  Setting (Teachers Text give key/guide to recording facts for focus skill)

If we don’t get through all of the passage read we will finish Thursday.

**Thursday also review for test that will be Friday.  **Also Thursday we may use the CD of the selection to reread the passage. Students will follow along as the story is read.  Do this after review for selction test.

FRIDAY:
Assign students to take selection test.  Collect test and evaluate

IF TIMES ALLOWS ***ALSO DO TIMED READING PLUS PASSAGE.  DO ONE SKILL SHEET TOGETHER AND ASSIGN ANOTHER AS QUIZ.  TIME READING PLUS COVERS THE SKILLS OF SYNONYMS, ANOTONYMS, WORDS IN CONTEXT, FACT AND OPINION, SEQUENCE OF EVENTS, INFERENCING, AND MAIN IDEA.

**If we have gotten to Time Reading Plus we may do Scholastic News to work on non fiction reading skills/strategies.

Teacher and class will review points to remember when writing.  Points will help students to remember what writing is really about.

Teacher and students  will use pages 3-7 in Writer’s Express as a guide to the steps in the process of writing.

TUESDAY:

DAILY LANGUAGE REVIEW Week #  5  All Week DAILY LANGUAGE REVIEW by the end of the week.

Review pages 3-7 which we read the day before.

Teacher and students will use pages 8-11 in Writer’s Express to help them see one writer’s process.  The  writer’s process will help students see the Writing Process in practice for a given writer and their writing task.  Read and discuss the above mentioned pages.

Possible writing journal topic.

WEDNESDAY:
As a whole class  read and discuss  pages 12-15 to introduce seven secrets to success in writing.

THURSDAY:
Read and discuss page 60 and 61 in Writer’s Express to introduce topic sentences and basic parts of a paragraph (topic sentence, body, and closing sentence.)Week)

Introduce narrative paragraphs using  page 63 and page 66 in Writer’s Express.  Read and discuss as a whole group.

**Make sure students understand how there should be a beginning , middle, and an end  and proper sequencing.

FRIDAY:
**Teacher will share a narrative paragraph about their life.  Possibly share a couple.  Discuss stories and how they have a beginning, middle, and end.

**Then introduce use of   transition words in our writing.

Introduce transition words using pages 68 and 69.  Discuss purpose of transition words.  Focus on time order transition words.  

Students will then watch the video titled:  The Sharp Wits in the Case of the Three Paragraphs. Video introduces students to the parts of a paragraph and also introduces the four types of paragraphs.

NEXT MONDAY:
Teacher will use the picture book A Chair for My Mother. to introduce personal narratives.

Teacher will post characteristics of a personal narrative.    Discuss characteristics as  a whole group.

Characteristics:  tells about a real experience, features the author as the main character, includes events told in sequence, often includes dialogue, includes right details to help the reader visualize the experience.  (list these on the board)

After discussing characteristics of a personal narrative read book mentioned above and look for defining characteristics in the book.

**We will also watch the video from Reading Rainbow. #20 on tape #1.
