Use p. 252-253 for chart of multiples.

Introduce students to what a multiple is and how we find an organized list of multiples for a given factor.

As a whole group list multiples for the factors 2 and 4.  Discuss as a whole group what  a common multiple is. Then identify common multiples for 2 and 4. Then introduce least common multiple, and identity lcm for 2 and 4.

As a whole group list multiples for the factors 5 and 10.   Then identify common multiples for 5 and 10. Then  identity lcm for 5 and 10.

Assignment:  sheet that requires students to list multiples for given factors and identify common multiples and the lcm.

TUESDAY: :  POSSIBLY USE SMARTBOARD FOR PRACTICE IDENTIFYING MULTIPLES FOR A GIVEN NUMBER.
Common Multiples and Least Common Multiples:  

Review as a whole group multiples, common multiples, and least common multiples. Review how we find an organized list of multiples.

Review worksheet  assigned as a whole group covering common multiples and lcm.

Do one more example for finding multiples for two given factors. Then identifying common multiples and lcm for two given factors.

Assignment:  worksheet on multiples.  Collect today!

WEDNESDAY:
IA Core:  4.OA pg 31  4.NBT.4 pg 31 

Factors, Common Factors, and Greatest Common Factors: 

Introduce how to find factors for a given product in an organized way.

Teacher will use the products 8, 12, 16,  20, and 24.  Work on one product at a time. Students will generate factors with teacher.

After generating factors for above products, pick two of the products and discover common factors between the two products.  Discuss what we mean by a factor.

We can also use p. 257 to introduce them to factor trees

Assignment:  sheet requiring students to list factors for given products.

THURSDAY:  

Factors, Common Factors, and Greatest Common Factors

Review factors with several products. Use 32 and 24  Work as  a whole group identifying factors.

Then review greatest common factor. 

As a class, practice identifying common factors and gcf with products.

Assignment: sheet requiring students to identify  common factors and gcf for given products.

READING:  WHOLE GROUP LESSONS

MONDAY:
IOWA CORE (W.E.B. Reading Program is working to improve: Literature IA.1 Page 13, RL 4.10 Page 14

IOWA CORE RL 4.3, IA.1, RL 4.4 VOCAB RL 4.1, RL 4.2, RL 4.7 (ALL WEEK)

Start reading time with WEB reading time (Read to Self)  Record minutes in reading record.  Pair Share about what they are reading.

Read “Astronauts in Training.”    This passage will introduce us to the focus vocabulary for this passage.  Use pages 84  and 85  in teachers guide. The first time reading the passage focus on defining key vocabulary. Use teacher’s guide to help teach vocab.

Assign On Level workbook page 23  on vocabulary and  (approaching) page 23 on analyzing characters to review vocab  and  anlalyzing characters.

Give students in all groups time to work on worksheet.  

Students will read to self if they finish early.

We may also begin reading story a little today.

TUESDAY:  
Review as a whole group vocabulary from “Astronauts in Training ”  Go over worksheet assigned the day before.  

Then using smartboard to review vocabulary using word match game.
Use Vocabulary Transparency 7 to help review definitions too.  See page 107 C in textbook.--maybe save this until next day.

After doing the above begin reading The Astronaut and the Onion. 

WEDNESDAY:  
On Wednesday we will read and discuss  The Astronaut and the Onion. (87-99)  As we read use the questions and Think Alouds to support instruction about the comprehension strategies and skills.  Also discuss/review definitions for vocabulary words as we read.  

Fill out On Level Practice Book Page   requiring students to analyze character .  Fill it out as we read the passage.

 (Teachers Text gives  key/guide to recording facts for analyzing character.)  

**Wednesday we will also review for the selction test on Thursday due to the short week.

THURSDAY:
Assign students to take selection test.  Collect test and evaluate

Today we will also read out of TFK to work on Non fiction reading  strategies.  We will do this if we have time.

As a whole class  read and discuss  pages 12-15 to introduce seven secrets to success in writing.

TUESDAY:
Read and discuss page 60 and 61 in Writer’s Express to introduce topic sentences and basic parts of a paragraph (topic sentence, body, and closing sentence.)Week)

Introduce narrative paragraphs using  page 63 and page 66 in Writer’s Express.  Read and discuss as a whole group.

**Make sure students understand how there should be a beginning , middle, and an end  and proper sequencing.

WEDNESDAY:
**Teacher will share a narrative paragraph about their life.  Possibly share a couple.  Discuss stories and how they have a beginning, middle, and end.

**Then introduce use of   transition words in our writing.

Introduce transition words using pages 68 and 69.  Discuss purpose of transition words.  Focus on time order transition words.  

Students will then watch the video titled:  The Sharp Wits in the Case of the Three Paragraphs. Video introduces students to the parts of a paragraph and also introduces the four types of paragraphs.

THURSDAY:
Teacher will use the picture book A Chair for My Mother to introduce personal narratives.

Teacher will post characteristics of a personal narrative.    Discuss characteristics as  a whole group.

Characteristics:  tells about a real experience, features the author as the main character, includes events told in sequence, often includes dialogue, includes right details to help the reader visualize the experience.  (list these on the board)

After discussing characteristics of a personal narrative read book mentioned above and look for defining characteristics in the book.
