Lesson Plans for the week of:  
Lessons 10/7-10/11, 13-14

Special Notes/Reminders for the week:
MATH:  On certain days we will begin the period with mental math  This will depend on the length or material covered in each lesson.  Problem of the day will also be done on some days.
MONDAY:
IA Core:  4.OA pg 31  4.NBT.4 pg 31 IA Core:  4.OA pg 31  4.NBT.4 pg 31  Multiplication: Entire Length of Unit: 4.OA.1, 4.OA.2, 4.OA.3, 4.NBT.5  (Page 31 of 98)  Rest of Week and Entire Unit.

Study multiplication and division facts to five.

Review the rules of multiplication for 0-5.

Use RT 4.4 as guided practice.  Could se p. 92 and 93 for extra problems.

**Teacher will continue meeting with students and testing for their mastery of  their facts.  Test students over, 0’s , 1’s, 2’s and 5’s.

Assignment:  Practice and Problem Solving 4.4

TUESDAY:

Today we will discuss patterns and strategies to help students learn the 9 facts.  Introduce and discuss hands technique, patterns in the products, and patterns with the factors and the product.  Use my pointer sheets in my lessons binder as a guide. 

Assign sheet on the nines and strategy practice back to back with 9’s sheet.

WEDNESDAY:
IA Core:  4.OA pg 31  4.NBT.4 pg 31 
As guided practice use page Take Another Look 3.8 to help teacher factors 6-8.

Use times times table as a reference.  Put a copy  of times table in their binder.

Today we will introduce 6, 7 and 8 as factors.  Discuss strategies to solve the 6, 7, and 8.  

Assign page 30 and 31 on 6, 7, 8, and 9 as assignment.
THURSDAY:
IA Core:  4.OA pg 31  4.NBT.4 pg 31 
Review multiples of 10 and 11 and how to compute them mentally.  Students will identify techniques used to compute products for 10 and 11.

Use p. 98-99 for problems and some guided practice.

After above students will be given practice time for 6, 7, and 8 facts.

The teacher will be testing for mastery of 3’s and 4’s.

Assignment: Practice 4.5 and P.S. 4.5 and an sheet just on elevens.

FRIDAY:


Teacher will introduce methods to approach the multiples of 12.
For example for 12 X 7:   Think: 11x 7= 77 then add 7= 84.

**Work through all examples for the multiples of 12.  Overhead grid paper will be used to help students visualize strategy being taught.  Practice technique solving 12’s.  

Then students will make their own flashcards for the multiples of 12.  Students will use a calculator to check their prediction for the products for the 12 facts.  (use index cards)  

If time remains students will practice with flashcards. 

Assignment:  Students will be assigned to  explain how they use today’s taught strategy in either words, using arrays, or numbers.

Example:  Explain how you can use today’s strategy to solve 12 x 6.  Use numbers, arrays, or words to explain how you use the strategy taught today.
READING:  WHOLE GROUP LESSONS

MONDAY:

IOWA CORE RL 4.3, IA.1, RL 4.4 VOCAB RL 4.1, RL 4.2, RL 4.7 (ALL WEEK)

Work as a whole group on the skill of cause and effect.  Class will explore the comprehension strategy of cause and effect 
**Possible use of cause and effect using smartboard.

Introduce cause and effect by going over page 165 and worksheet page 12 as a whole group.  Fill these out together to help teach and review the skill.

Then assign students to complete cause and effect worksheet #77 from binder with a partner.  We will pull back together as a group to discuss sheet #77. 
TUESDAY AND POSSIBLY WEDNESDAY:   TWO DAYS MAY BE NEEDED FOR BELOW REVIEW.
**DAY TWO POSSIBLE USE OF SMARTBOARD FOR CAUSE/EFFECT REVIEW/ACTIVITY—I HAVE ONE MADE IN SMARTBOARD FOLDER FOR TALES OF 4TH GRADE NOTHING.  MATCHES CAUSES AND EFFECTS.  USE AS CENTER AS STUDENTS WORK ON VOCAB CARDS.   
Review cause and effect using study guide in binder.

Following  above give students sheet which tells them which vocabulary to highlight on vocabulary sheets for upcoming test.
Discuss with class the expectations for the vocabulary test.  .  

Review definitions quickly using vocabulary packets.  Define any vocabulary that maybe we didn’t  get to during the novel.

Students will then work with a partner to review definitions and to practice how words  could be used in a sentence.  Students will need to use 7 of the words in their own sentence.  Students will write sentences on vocabulary notecards and will eventually show sentences to teacher.  Students will also write definition of words on vocabulary cards.  Students may also draw pictures relating to or supporting the word.

****USE SMARTBOARD FOR VOCAB REVIEW LEARNING CENTER.
ADDITIONAL We may pull together as a whole group for a vocabulary activity.  Teacher will read definitions and students will try to match word verbally with its definition.  Teacher may also give sample sentences and leave vocabulary words out.  Students would need to come up with the correct word to fit in the sentence.  
***THURSDAY ALSO REVIEW INFERENCING.
THURSDAY:
Today students will take the final vocabulary and skills test for Tales of a Fourth Grade Nothing.

Students will hand in test when finished for evaluation.

WEB reading time when finished with the test.

FRIDAY:

Today we will go over the final test for Tales of a Fourth Grade Nothing as a whole group.

Then we will do a Timed Reading Plus sheet covering eh skills of Words in Context, Fact and Opinion, Sequence of Events, Inferencing, and Main Idea.

Do a sheet together and then assign another sheet as a quiz on above listed skills.

On Tuesday and Wednesday we are working toward meeting the following Iowa Core Indicators:  W.4.3 W.4.4, W4.5.  Page 24 of 77.   This will also carry over into narrative writing.  

Teachers will introduce writing journals and expectations:  Half page details, pay attention to capitization and punctuation, trying their best on spelling, proofreading, using a topic sentence and conclusion,  indenting, margins.

After going over expectations assign first journal entry and give work time.

After sharing students will be assigned to write about things they enjoy about the weekends and things they do.

Topic Sentence:  Weekends can be a lot of fun.

Conclusion: That is why I look forward to weekends.
