Special Notes/Reminders for the week:  OBSERVATION ON FRIDAY IN SCIENCE.  
MATH:  On certain days we will begin the period with mental math  This will depend on the length or material covered in each lesson.  Problem of the day will also be done on some days.

Multiplication of three factors

Students will learn how to multiply when you have three factors.

Teacher and class will use pages 100-101 as teacher and student reference, and as an introduction and for guided practice.

Use reteaching 4.7 as  guided practice.  

We will make sure to discuss the grouping property and what to do when a math equation has parenthesis.

Assignment:  Skill 36 page page 17 and problem solving 4.7.  

TUESDAY:

Review estimating products (introductory) , review by multiplying by 10’s 100’s and 1000’s (introductory), multiply a multi digit number by a 1 digit number with regrouping,(proficient), zeros in multiplication (practice). 

As a whole group review benchmarks mentioned above. Go over many examples on overhead.

If time permits play dice game game reviewing multiplying a four digit number by a one digit number.  

Assignment: problems reviewing skills mentioned above.  (premade sheets)

WEDNESDAY:
FOR REVIEW BELOW THERE IS A REVIEW SHEET.

First review with students the process for finding an organized list of multiples for a given number or factor (list the first 12). Review as a whole group using the factors 4 and 6.

After listing the multiples for 4 and 6 then we will review identifying common multiples and least common multiples using the factors 4 and 6.

Then review multiples using the numbers 5 and 10. Students will take notes for multiples of  5 and 10. Then discuss as a whole group common multiples and the lcm for the factors 5 and 10.  

Following review on multiples we will  review how we find factors for a given product. Remind students that as we do this they must list all the factors through the 12’s for given products.

Find the factors for 36 and 42 and then review common factors and gcf for 36 and 42.

Review factors for 48 and 24  and then review common factors and gcf for 48 and 24.Students will take notes for this example.

Ask students if they remember what the numbers 36, 42, 48, and 24 are called and why (composite- more than two factors)

Then discuss the numbers 29, 13, 53 and discuss what these numbers are called (prime-only two factors one and then the number  itself.) 

**Students will take notes on prime and composite numbers too.

***MAKE SURE TO REVIEW MULTIPLYING BY A ONE DIGIT 

Assignment: facts of the day
THURSDAY:
Estimating products (introductory) ,  multiplying by 10’s 100’s and 1000’s (introductory), multiply a multi digit number by a 1 digit number with regrouping,(proficient), zeros in multiplication (practice) 

Students will take assessment over multiplication skills taught so far.  Collect assessment today for evaluation.

**If students finish early they may work on fact sheet

FRIDAY:

Review lesson on multiplying by 10, 100, 1000 on page p. 172 and 173.

As a whole group go over reteaching overhead 7.1 as guided practice and introduction to multiplying larger products.  

Discuss technique used for solving multiplication problems with zeros (identify basic fact and count the zeros).

Assignment: Homework 7.1.  and PS 7.1

READING:

MONDAY:

Today students we will go over Friday’s reading selection test.  

After going over reading selection test we will go over several skill sheets that cover skills focused on for Iowa Assessments.
TUESDAY:  NO READING DUE TO SCIENCE TEST.

WEDNESDAY:

Benchmarks/Indicators:   #4.4.1 A  #4.2.1 C, D, D, F, G, H

***Begin period by going over skill sheet working on skills covered on Iowa Assessments.

Start reading time with WEB reading time (Read to Self) Pair Share about what they are reading.

Read “Name that Reptile.”    This passage will introduce us to the focus vocabulary for this passage.  Use pages 250-251  in teachers guide. The first time reading the passage focus on defining key vocabulary. Use teacher’s guide to help teach vocab.

Also as we read focus on making inferences.

 (Use Transparency #10)  Fill out Transparency #10 (Inference Word Web)  as a whole group.  (ONE COPY AS OVERHEAD)

Assign On Level workbook page 66 from on vocabulary from approaching workbook and page 67 (approaching) on making inferences.

Give students in all groups time to work on worksheet.  

THURSDAY AND FRIDAY: 

Review as a whole group vocabulary from “Name that Reptile”  Go over worksheets assigned the day before.  

Also use smartboard to review vocabulary using word match game.

Use Vocabulary Transparency 13 to help review definitions too.  See page 207  C in textbook.--maybe save this until next day.

Read and discuss  Dear Mr. Winston (252-263)  As we read use the questions and Think Alouds to support instruction about the comprehension strategies and skills.  Also discuss/review definitions for vocabulary words as we read.  

Fill out On Level Practice Book Page 68. Fill it out as we read the passage.  (Inference Word Web).  (Teachers Text give key/guide to recording facts .)

(2013 instead use inference worksheet for the selection—Julie’s copy.  

If we don’t get through all of the passage read we will finish Friday. 

MONDAY BEFORE BREAK:

Begin reading by listening to CD to review selection and to work on fluent reading.  Students will also complete character analysis sheet from Julie as we listen to story being read.

As a whole group review for Tuesday’s selection test.

Assign students to take selection test.  Collect test and evaluate.   Also go over test today so that we don’t need to this 

**After test work on completing another skill sheet for skills similar to Iowa Asssessments.

Teacher will continue conferencing with students over their first narrative paragraph  Teacher and students  will fill out sheet
titled:  Skills I’ve Learned and Am Responsible For.

Students will work on final copies of story number 1 when they have had a conference with the teacher.  (Use non fringed paper and create folders to put completed final copies into!)  I will provide students with this paper.

Final Copy Expectations: Make sure they get all corrections into final draft, proofread your final copy many times.
