Use reteaching overhead 7.2 as additional resource for introduction and guided practice.

TUESDAY:
Multiply by multiples of ten.

Guided practice with many examples.  Use practice wks. 6-3 1-14(old text) for sample problems.  After several examples have students complete examples on scratch paper as student model.   Use handwritten sheet as guided practice.

Assignment: Practice 6-3 15-28  or various problems on page 255.

MONDAY:
Use pages 178-180 as introduction to multiplying two digit factors.  Discuss what these examples represent in real life situations.

As we work through examples we will use one color for multiplying by the one’s digit, and another color for multiplying by the ten’s digit. (use poster as example)

After several examples as a whole group students will record steps along with teacher and class at their own desk. (Use grid paper examples as guided practice—sheet with 12 on it Jullie’s copy

Stress the idea if the problem is money there needs to be a decimal and $

Assignment: Assign sheet Frank Schafer with 7 problems on it.  Try to collect that day.  

TUESDAY:

Multiply with two digit factors.

Use pages 178-180 for examples for  multiplying two digit factors.  

As we work through examples we will use one color for multiplying by the one’s digit, and another color for multiplying by the ten’s digit.

Work through many examples as whole group.  Then play dice review game with a partner. Goal to is to obtain highest possible product.

Do row 1 together on Double Jumping

DAY 2:  DO MORE GUIDED PRACTICE FOR 3 DIGIT BY 2 DIGIT NUMBERS.  ASSIGN REMEDIA PAGE 13 AND PS 7.6.

READING:

MONDAY:

Benchmarks/Indicators:   #4.4.1 A  #4.2.1 C, D, D, F, G, H

Begin reading by listening to CD to review selection and to work on fluent reading.  Students will also complete character analysis sheet from Julie as we listen to story being read.

As a whole group review for Tuesday’s selection test.  

TUESDAY:

Assign students to take selection test.  Collect test and evaluate.   Also go over test today so that we don’t need to this after break.

**After test work on completing another skill sheet for skills similar to Iowa Asssessments.

MONDAY:

Introduce next novel titled:  Help I’m a Prisoner in the Library.

Teacher will lead the students through Before Reading activities found on page 17 of Theme Connections.

Students will record their predictions related to setting and characters.  Discuss findings at the end of the period.    Students will record their findings on a prereading activity sheet.

This is working on setting the purpose for reading.

TUESDAY:

Review Monday’s predictions.

Discuss pros and cons of being trapped in the library.  Use graphic organizer to record pros and cons.--graphic organizer from red book labeled pros/cons.

Before reading predict why they feel this book will also be a mystery.   Go over characteristics for a mystery.   **Use book titled--Teaching Genre.
Use page 80 as a guide to the characteristics of mysteries.(characters, setting, clues, distractions, plot, and conclusions.  Graphic organizer will be utilized. (page 80)

Read and discuss  chapter one as  a  whole group.  Focus on character traits while reading and setting.

Define vocabulary using the context as we read.

WEDNESDAY:
Review chapter one read the day before. 

Review previous days reading, then read and discuss chapter 2 together as a whole group.  Define words for chapter 2 using the context.  

After reading chapter 2 the students will draw a picture with most important event from chapter 2  and then write a brief summary for the chapter.

Vocabulary Study.

THURSDAY:  

Students will read chapter 3.   Students will answer questions related to the day’s reading.  Teacher will collect today and evaluate.  I want this done in  school!

(Assign question just for chapter 3, see binder.) There are also questions for chapter 2 and 3.

Vocabulary study.--Teacher will assign specific words for certain students to define from the days reading.  Students will be encouraged to first use the context to define word, but then use dictionary to confirm predicted definition.

FRIDAY:  SCHOLASTIC NEWS
Today we will read and discuss Scholastic News to work on non fiction reading skills.

Read and discuss issue and complete back skill page together as a whole group.

This week we will continue reading the novel Holes.  As we read we will focus on a wide variety of reading comprehension strategies and skills.

We will focus on cause and effect, character traits, inferences, main idea, summarizing, vocabulary using the context, making predictions, and etc.  

Reading activities will include whole group reading, partner reading, independent reading, and blogging as well once we are established in the book.

Students will work on final copies of story number 1 when they have had a conference with the teacher.  (Use non fringed paper and create folders to put completed final copies into!)  I will provide students with this paper.
Final Copy Expectations: Make sure they get all corrections into final draft, proofread your final copy many times.
Students should put final copy and rough draft in their narrative folder. (We need to set these up sometime).
TUESDAY:
Students will share in literature circles (groups of 4) their narrative paragraphs.  In groups each student will share one praise and one polish for paragraphs shared by students.  Paragraph one will be shared (FINAL COPY).
Teacher will circulate and make records on groups (anecdotal records) and praise groups that are doing well or cooperating and giving good feedback.

**Possibly do some conferences with students over story number 2.

Students will then work on illustration for story number one.  Student will be encouraged to read over their first narrative to help them with ideas for the illustration.  

**Also all students should make sure they have their final draft for story #1 finished and in their folder.  

TUESDAY AND WEDNESDAY:
Teacher will continue conferences over narrative paragraph number 2.

Students will then work on illustration for story number two.  Student will be encouraged to read over their second narrative to help them with ideas for the illustration.

**For students who have had a conference they will also be instructed to work on final copy for narrative paragraph #2.

THURSDAY:
Students will brainstorm for narrative paragraph #3 

Use prewriting graphic organizer as prewriting tool.

***Brainstorm ideas.   Teacher will model prewriting again. (Tiffany Story)   

FRIDAY:
Today students will write their rough draft for narrative paragraph number 3.  

Teacher will continue to meet with students over paragraph #2.  Students will also continue working on final draft for story #1 or #2 if needed.

PART 3:  Breaking the Force

Assessing today:  use the same technique each time, place washers in the cup gently, reset the balance each time the force is broken.

Propose question:  What do you think will happen to the force of attraction between two magnets if you put a plastic spacer, like this one, between the two attracting magnets?  Do you think the force will get stronger, weaker, or stay the same? 

Give each group a spacer

Make T chart:  Number of spacers and Number of washers.  Fill in 0 spacers.  Fill in 1 spacer.  DON’T FILL IN 2 SPACERS.  Skip it do 3, 4, and 5.

Graph 0, 1, 3, 4, and 5 on graph sheet with sticker dots.

Predict 2, do it, and graph it.
