Special Notes/Reminders for the week:
MATH:  On certain days we will begin the period with mental math  This will depend on the length or material covered in each lesson.  Problem of the day will also be done on some days.
MONDAY:
DIVISION:  #4.OA2 PAGE 31 AND PAGE 32 #6 4.NBT.6ON

**WE WILL ALSO DO PRACTICE WITH UNIFIX CUBES TO HELP REINFORCE RELATATIONSHIP BETWEEN MULTIPLICATION AND DIVISION.

Students will learn three ways to think about division:  sharing, repeated subtraction, opposite of multiplication.

Students will use counters/manipulatives to help them visualize the meaning of division.

Use reteaching overhead 4-7 (old text) as introduction to help students think about division.

Students will learn about fact families and their definition.

Teacher will use Another Look and Extend Your Thinking overhead 4-8 (old text) to introduce and model the meaning of fact families. Overheads will provide visual of fact families.

Assignment:  Practice 4-8 (old text)   

WEDNESDAY:
Students will learn vocabulary associated with division. These words will be used throughout the unit. (divisor, dividend, and quotient).  Complete notes to label multiplicatioin and division terms.  Comple

Students will also learn how to use multiplication to help them divide by 0, 1, 2, 5, and 9.

Discuss why we are learning these division rules and their importance when dividing.

Assignment: Practice 4-9 and 4-10 (old text)

THURSDAY  and FRIDAY:   
Divide with a  1 digit divisor w, w/out remainders. 

Teach lesson 4-8 in new text on dividing with a remainder. ONE DIGIT QUOTIENT AND WITH A REMAINDER.

Use page 102 an 103 as teacher rescource.  Use manipulatives or marshmellows together as a whole group and or on the overhead.

First we will review division number sentences which have no remainders and discuss how we solve them.

After above review the students will explore how to divide with a remainder.  

Teacher will read book titled Remainder of One to the class. Book will help students visualize what a remainder is in a division problem.  

Use pages 102-103 as guided practice of one digit quotient with remainder.

Assignment:  Practice 4.8 
On DAY 2 assign the day 2 sheet that I cut and pasted. This skill will take two days to master before moving on

Review where we left off briefly. Then read and discuss the remainder of the book  as  a whole group. Pages 80-96.  

Vocabulary study using the context as we read.  We will use a dictionary to check our definitions.

Following reading we will discuss feelings and thoughts about the book and the characters.  

We will also discuss reasons this book was classified a mystery and again review characteristics of a mystery.  (Use graphic organizer to help with review of characteristics.)

Also passout sheet of vocabulary words that need to be highlighted (IF NOT ALREADY PASSED OUT LAST WEEK). Teacher will also give pointers on how students should study for test likely next week.   

TUESDAY and WEDNESDAY 

Study as a whole group for vocabulary test that will be on Thursday or Friday.

Also review cause and effect and also review visual literacy using pictures from the book. DO NOT use pictures that will used on  test!!!

Students will also study with a classmate after the whole group review.  Students will use vocabulary cards to helps study for test and study sheet passed out earlier in the week. (12  MINUTE STUDY--CRISS STRATEGY)

THURSDAY:  THIS WILL LIKELY GET PUSHED BACK TO FRIDAY.
Today students will take their assessment for Help I’m a Prisoner in the library. Assessment will cover vocabulary, cause and effect, and visual literacy.  Comprhension/short answer questions will also be used on test.

Collect to evaluate. If there is any remaining time students will read in a chapter book or Scholastic News if they finnish early. 

FRIDAY:  BEGIN PERIOD WITH A COLD AND HOT READ TO WORK ON READING FLUENCY.

If we didn’t get to the test on Thursday, the end of novel test will be today.

If we did get to the test on Thursday, we will go over the test together as a group if I got them all evaluated.

We will also read out of SCHOLASTIC NEWS to work on non fiction reading stratetgies.  We will also complete a skill sheet related to the issue or use the issue quizzes.

SCIENCE:
MONDAY TRHOUGH WEDENSDAY:
Benchmarks:  #3.1 A 
Begin Topic 1:  It’s Shocking  in science textbook.

On these two days students will read pages  290-299 and fill out study guide #1 page 5 and 6.   

We will read this together and fill out the reading study guide together to model this for future lessons where students will either work independently or with partners.
