TEACHERS WILL MODEL THE NOTE TAKING PROCESS.  

**Review non fiction reading strategies while discussing note taking process.  **Review being an active reader and thinker and being engaged in reading.

Teachers will have a passage about a creature and model the reading and note taking processes.

Teacher will explain how note taking will take place( gathering grids)

Teachers will emphasize how important it is to take very accurate notes (spelling, being factual, being neat, rereading passages many times, taking time to record facts, being an active researcher, etc.)

**Teacher will make sure that students are reminded that they must record the sources for their information

**Teacher should use “quote” reminder on page 227 of Writers Express to help instruct students on what they need to do if they copy a passage word for word.

Electricity source, electricity receiver, and circuit, circuit, open, closed, filament, conductors, insulators

Review with 1 bulb, 1 wire, and 1 battery

Introduce motor:  How can you get electricity from a battery to this receiver?

1 D-cell and 1 motor - Share motor successes

Introduce the circuit base, how the motor fits in, and how to use Fahnstock clips

Each group gets a circuit base

Reinforce the idea of a circuit

Introduce the switch.  What does a switch do in a circuit?  Get a switch

Let them tell you they need another wire.

Introduce open and closed circuits.  Where do you find switches?

Will switches run lights.  Turn in the motor for a switch.

How is the bulb circuit the same/different from the motor circuit?

Drawings and Schematics sheet.  Draw battery-switch-bulb circuit in first box.

Return all equipment.  

Introduce schematic drawings.  Do a schematic drawing to the right.  This could be done with their partners.
