Use page 422 as guided practice and introduction to skill.

Assign practice 16-1 also assign facts of the day to review computation skills.

Introduce measuring angles.  4MD.6

Use teacher created overheads and sheets to introduce skill of measuiring angles and naming angles as right, acute, or obtuse.

Assign teacher made sheet on measuring and naming angles.

IOWA CORE RL 4.3, IA.1, RL 4.4 VOCAB RL 4.1, RL 4.2, RL 4.7 (ALL WEEK)

Introduce foreshadowing in the author’s style of writing.  Use Reading Beyond the Basil    as teacher resource to introduce foreshadowing (page 28).  Read and discuss examples of foreshadowing.

Students will read chapter 4 and 5 with a partner and answer questions related to the chapter.  **STUDENTS WILL ALSO BE ASKED TO IDENTIFY WHICH TYPE OF QAR QUESTION EACH QUESTION IS.  

Assign certain vocabulary for each group.

Students will also need to fill out feeling chart for Joel and decisions made by character chart.  Encourage students to keep adding to Open Compare and Contrast graphic organizer.

TUESDAY:
Today we will discuss chapters 4 and 5 using assigned discussion questions from the day before.

We will also go over decisions made by the character sheet and feelings of Joel page.   Discuss any additions to compare and contrast graphic organizer.

Vocabulary study as a whole group over selected vocabulary words

WEDNESDAY:

We will read chapter 6 and 7 together as a group.

Students will complete feelings chart and open compare and contrast as they read. 

Define vocabulary  using  the context as we read.

CRISS Strategy: IN THE PAST WE HAVE COMPLETED A STICKY NOTE DISCUSSION FOR THESE TWO CHAPTERS.  There are also questions in binder for these 2 chapters

THURSDAY: 

**We may need to wrap up vocabulary study and skill sheets from day before as we may have likely not gotten to them.

Assign students to answer questions related to chapter 6 and 7 to check how well students were listening to previous day’s reading and discussion.  Students will work on their own.

Go over feelings chart, open compare and contrast chart, and decisions chart if necessary as well.

FRIDAY:  

Review where we left off  in On My Honor.  Chapter  6 and 7 if necessary.

Discuss as a whole group previous day's  reading (chapter 6 and 7).  

Use assigned questions to help with the review.

***Use smartboard presentation on similes as introduction and guided practice.  

Teach about similes use pages 56, 138, and 70 found in On My Honor binder to teach about similes.  Go through these pages as a whole group and discuss the meaning of similes.

Finish review of feeling chart and choices chart and compare and contrast graphic organizer.

Use discussion questions to review most important events.  

Then read and discuss as a whole group chapter 8.  Complete feelings chart and characters decision chart for chapter 8.  (Possibly sticky note)

Frontload vocabulary for chapter 8.

DO THE BELOW NEXT WEEK.

After reading model how to use Story Pattern overhead requiring students to reflect on decisions made by main character. After modeling students will be required to fill out their diagram with a partner.  If time remains we will have each group share their story pattern diagram.    **THIS WILL LIKELEY GO INTO THE NEXT DAY’S LESSON.

PART 1:  Series Circuit  use pages 12-15  as guide.  
Review circuits

Materials:  1 circuit base, 1 D-cell, 2 bulbs in holders, 4 short wires, 1 switch (can only make a series circuit from this)
Dim lights - series - goes through all the components

Why are the lights dim?  Ideas on the board (weak battery, share elec.)

Questions:  Can you make the two lights bright in your series circuit?

Add:  1 D-cell, cell holder, and short wire
Why would 2 D-cells cause bright lights or no lights (D-cell orientation)

In second box on wks. draw a schematic diagram of the circuit that they used to successfully light two bulbs brightly.  Label it series circuit.

Could you build a circuit that runs a motor and a light?  Could you build a circuit that runs a motor and two lights?  (Draw on the back of sheet.  NOT in box 3 and 4)

Review series circuits

Can you light two bulbs brightly with just one battery?  Have an idea and then get materials

1 circuit base, 1 D-cell, 1 Cell-holder, 2 bulbs in holders, 2 long wires, 4 short wires, and Advanced Connections wks.
Work in groups to create a circuit.  Draw a schematic of the circuit in part 3 of the Advanced Connections sheet.

Have them share their diagrams on the board.  Use Step #4 for examples

Introduce parallel circuits.  There are two pathways, one to bulb one and one to bulb two.

Draw another schematic example of a parallel circuit in box 4.
