READING:  WHOLE GROUP LESSONS

MONDAY:
IOWA CORE (W.E.B. Reading Program is working to improve: Literature IA.1 Page 13, RL 4.10 Page 14

IOWA CORE RL 4.3, IA.1, RL 4.4 VOCAB RL 4.1, RL 4.2, RL 4.7 (ALL WEEK)

Model how to use Story Pattern overhead requiring students to reflect on decisions made by main character. After modeling students will be required to fill out their diagram with a partner.  If time remains we will have each group share their story pattern diagram.

Review previous  day’s  reading with selected discussion questions. 

Assign students to read chapter  9 and 10 and answer comprehension questions related to the reading.

Also encourage the students to keep filling out open/compare and contrast page.

**Fill out feelings chart for chapters 9 and 10 and any on character decision sheet.

Students will also be assigned selected vocabulary from chapter 9 and 10 and define using the dictionary.

TUESDAY:

Discuss as a whole group previous day's assigned reading (chapter 9 and 10).   Use assigned questions.

Go over chapter 9 and  10 vocabulary as  a whole group.  

Discuss compare and contrast chart.  Discuss character choices chart and feelings chart.

Discuss with students how they would feel if they were Joel.   

WEDNESDAY:
Today read and discuss chapter 11 and 12 as  a whole group.   Vocabulary study as a group as we read using context.

We will focus discussion  on feelings of the character and decisions made by the main character, and discuss how we would feel if we were the main character Joel.

**Fill out feelings chart too  for chapters 11 and 12.  Make predictions for the last chapter.  Fill out choices made sheet as well.

Following reading we will discuss ending of the book and whether they liked it or not.  

We will also discuss why they liked or did not like the book.  **Discuss with students how the main character has changed throughout the book.  

**Also discuss how the book would have been different if Joel would have drowned and Tony would have lived.

THURSDAY AND FRIDAY:   SMARTBOARD WILL AGAIN BE USED DURING THE REVIEW FOR THE TEST.
Begin period by returning to Prevoke reading strategy.  We will discuss each word on the prevoke activity sheet.  We will discuss where studnents now believe the words should be placed under the categories provided.  (GIVE KIDS CLEAN COPY?)

Students will also return to their predictions to see if they were right or not.
AFTER THE ABOVE:  THIS MAY GO INTO FRIDAY TOO.  TEST MAY BE EARLY NEXT WEEK.

On these two days we will review for the final test for On My Honor.  Students will create vocabulary cards for any vocabulary to be on the final.  Vocabulary cards not finished in school will be assigned as homework depending on how things go.

On  Monday  the students will begin writing the rough drafts for their research report.

Review circuits

Materials:  1 circuit base, 1 D-cell, 2 bulbs in holders, 4 short wires, 1 switch (can only make a series circuit from this)
Dim lights - series - goes through all the components

Why are the lights dim?  Ideas on the board (weak battery, share elec.)

Questions:  Can you make the two lights bright in your series circuit?

Add:  1 D-cell, cell holder, and short wire
Why would 2 D-cells cause bright lights or no lights (D-cell orientation)

In second box on wks. draw a schematic diagram of the circuit that they used to successfully light two bulbs brightly.  Label it series circuit.

Could you build a circuit that runs a motor and a light?  Could you build a circuit that runs a motor and two lights?  (Draw on the back of sheet.  NOT in box 3 and 4)

Review series circuits

Can you light two bulbs brightly with just one battery?  Have an idea and then get materials

1 circuit base, 1 D-cell, 1 Cell-holder, 2 bulbs in holders, 2 long wires, 4 short wires, and Advanced Connections wks.
Work in groups to create a circuit.  Draw a schematic of the circuit in part 3 of the Advanced Connections sheet.

Have them share their diagrams on the board.  Use Step #4 for examples

Introduce parallel circuits.  There are two pathways, one to bulb one and one to bulb two.

Draw another schematic example of a parallel circuit in box 4.
