Remind students about feeling chart and open compare and contrast graphic organizer (also a CRISS strategy)
**Remind students to fill out feelings pages for each chapter. 
TUESDAY:

Sticky note discussion over chapter three.  Go over guidelines for sticky note discussions.

Pages 61 and 62 in the red CRISS manual describes steps for sticky note discussions.

I will model to get our sticky note discussion started.

Review vocabulary, feelings chart, and open compare and contrast charts for assigned chapters.  

WEDNESDAY:

We may need to finish up some vocabulary from  Tuesday because I doubt that we will get to it all on Tuesday.

Review vocabulary, feelings chart, and open compare and contrast charts for assigned chapters.   – This likely won’t get finished on Tuesday. 

Give the students some time to create questions for chapter 2 and 3.  Students will use QAR handout to help them create one of each type of question.  Share questions created by students and discuss answers and have students classify the questions.

***They may get only one type of question to create though.
THURSDAY:

Do QAR sharing out and discuss QAR questions.

Work on vocabulary picture notes for focus vocabulary.  

Wrap up any skill sheets from packet.

PART 3:  Finding Conductors and Insulators   This is located on page 21-25 
Hold up a bag of test object:  Can any of the test objects be used to complete a circuit?

Using 1 circuit base, 1 switch, 1 motor or bulb in a holder, 1 D-cell, wires make a circuit tester

If there are problems help them set up a battery-motor-switch circuit and open the circuit

Only using the straw and nail can they complete a circuit. - GET test objects

After testing the nail and straw discuss conductor and insulator

Set the circuit testers to the side.  Sort the test objects into conductors and insulators.  

ALL METALS ARE CONDUCTORS

Record the conductors and insulators on the wks PAGE 10 TITLED CONDUCTORS AND   INSULATORS.

Make a conductor detector or R2D2 necklace (#8)

Go on a conductor hunt:  DO NOT go near wall sockets and ask permission before testing something on someone (8-15 minutes)

Record the insulators and conductors in the room

Return all equipment

PART 1:  Series Circuit  use pages 12-15  as guide.  
Review circuits

Materials:  1 circuit base, 1 D-cell, 2 bulbs in holders, 4 short wires, 1 switch (can only make a series circuit from this)
Dim lights - series - goes through all the components

Why are the lights dim?  Ideas on the board (weak battery, share elec.)

Questions:  Can you make the two lights bright in your series circuit?

Add:  1 D-cell, cell holder, and short wire
Why would 2 D-cells cause bright lights or no lights (D-cell orientation)

In second box on wks. draw a schematic diagram of the circuit that they used to successfully light two bulbs brightly.  Label it series circuit.

Could you build a circuit that runs a motor and a light?  Could you build a circuit that runs a motor and two lights?  (Draw on the back of sheet.  NOT in box 3 and 4)
