Special Notes/Reminders for the week:
MATH:  On certain days we will begin the period with mental math  This will depend on the length or material covered in each lesson.  Problem of the day will also be done on some days.
MONDAY:

Use page 438-439 as guided practice and introduction.  

Then assign students to complete reteaching and practice 16-9.  (Julie Makes)

Assign facts of the day too.

Use page 440 and 441 as introduction and guided practice.

Use skill 147 as guided practice.

Assign Reteach 17.4 from old text 1-6 and Practice 17.4 from old text.

Also assign making their own figure with a line of symmetry.

Use pages 444 through 450 to review all geometry skills for chapter 16.  We will likely have a copy made for today’s lessons using a combination of copies from the book and other sources we have used in the past.

READING:  WHOLE GROUP LESSONS

MONDAY AND TUESDAY

Today begin lesson by going over the assessment for the novel On My Honor.

After going over assessment, review characteristics of an effective summary.

(Introductory Sentence, Beginning, Middle, End, Closing Sentence)  Summaries should not be  too long.  Just review key points.

Teacher will share summary for chapter 1 as  a model.  Teacher will also model creating a title for chapter 1 and discuss why they chose the title.

Teacher will then assign partners and assign the students to read a chapter and write   a summary for the chapter.

Teacher will also have students take notes while reading the chapter to help them write their summary.

***Teacher will also encourage students to brainstorm at least two ideas for a chapter title.
**I want summaries turned in by the end of the period on TUESDAY so that I can 
WEDNESDAY:

Today students will be introduced to Little Bird Tales.   Students will be given the period to type their summary and save it.  

Goal on Wendnesday is to have the summaries typed and proofread by students and teachers.

THURSDAY and FRIDAY:

Begin each period each day with Iowa Assessment skills sheets.  

On these two days the students will be introduced to how to use Little Bird Tales to draw a picture for their chapter.

They will be given two days to draw a picture related to their chapter.

The students will have  a title, a summary, and an illustration.

On Tuesday I will introduce students how to write and introduction and closing paragraph for their reports.  Teacher will go over expecations for these two paragraphs.  I will model a paragraph for both on the wolverine.  There is also a handout for pointers on these two paragraphs.

Students will be given worktime on paragraphs.  Rough drafts are due Monday.

WEDNESDAY THROUGH FRIDAY:

All week this week the  students will begin and continue typing their report.   Students will use Microsoft word to type report.    WE MAY ALSO USE GOOGLE DOCS. 

When students are finished typing their report they will put their report together and turn into the teacher.  

When students finish typing they will make sure they read over typing for final errors. They should have a classmate read it over too, to  help with last second corrections.  

There is a handout for what students should do when they THINK they are totally finished typing.
