Use before reading questions on page 7 of alternative assessment book to help discuss friendship, friends, and people who are important to them as young people.

READ AND DISCUSS AS A WHOLE GROUP THE BACK COVER.  COVER WILL GIVE STUDENTS SUMMARY OF NOVEL AND ALSO HELP THEM BECOME FAMILIAR WITH E.B. WHITE.

READ AND DISCUSS CHAPTER ONE AND TWO AS A WHOLE GROUP.  As we read I will ask questions that will model Question Answer Relationships and we will discuss these examples as a a class.  Discuss cause and effect examples.  Discuss setting and plot.    **Also review point of view as well.

Vocabulary study using the context as we read chapter one.

Assign comprehension questions related to the reading covering a variety of reading skills and strategies.  This may be done with a group or partner.

Vocabulary study as students read.  Assign certain words to certain students.

After  discussion of assigned chapters do  worksheet page 16 from binder for Chapter Loneliness.  Page 16 This page will be done with a partner.  Also assign page 17 on Remembering Details from, black binder.  

Page 17 will be done on their own.  They will need to reread if necessary.

THURSDAY:

As we read chapter 6 we will discuss character traits for Tempelton the rat.
