MONDAY:

Use online introduction to introduce adding fractions.

Use practice as guided practice as a whole group.

Do guided practice and assign sheet sheet covering skill.

MONDAY:
IOWA CORE (W.E.B. Reading Program is working to improve: Literature IA.1 Page 13, RL 4.10 Page 14

IOWA CORE RL 4.3, IA.1, RL 4.4 VOCAB RL 4.1, RL 4.2, RL 4.7 (ALL WEEK)

Today I will introduce the students to their oral book report reading project.  I will use a letter that explains the project.  

Students will also be introduced to how Google Docs/Presentation will be used to organize student with the slides necessary for this project.  

Use google docs and smartboard to introduce slides and give the students a paper copy for them to use as a guide and to sketch out their work on paper before working on google docs.  Teacher will model google docs presentation for the book Shiloh.  

Today students will choose the chapter book for their oral book report and start reading book and working on project. 

TUESDAY:  REVIEW EXPECTATIONS FOR ORAL BOOK REPORT.  BEGIN PERIOD WITH WEB READING TIME.  SHOULD BE IN THEIR ORAL BOOK REPORT BOOK.

Review where we left off the day before in Chapter 9 of Shiloh.

Discuss any assigned journal entries or share..

Review what happened at the end of chapter 9 and the effect it could have on our plot. 

What problems does this event create for our main character or other characters in the book?

Have students possibly predict what they think the Dad will do now.  (setting purpose)

Following above read and discuss chapter 10 as a whole group.  Discuss character actions, feelings, and possibly some character traits.  

Discuss any vocabulary words we encounter.

Then do another perspective entry from Marty’s perspective after reading chapter 10—optional.
WEDNESDAY:
IOWA CORE: Throughout Entire Week: : RL 4.1, 4.3, IA 1, RL 4.4, RL 4.6

Review reading of chapter 10 from day before.  Share perspective entries from day before and discuss.

Review any vocabulary if still necessary for chapter 10.

The student will be assigned to read chapter 11 for Thursday..  

Students will also be assigned to complete  a story board (PICTURE NOTES) for chapter 11 events.  Students will use words,  pictures, or a combination of both  to record   six main events(points), character actions, character thoughts/feelings, things characters said, or things that simply take place in today’s reading that are truly important. Teacher will model storyboard for chapter 9 as model for students.

***2014:  This year we are going to do a sticky note discussion instead.  Go over sticky note prompt sheet.
THURSDAY:

**2014: STICKY NOTE DISCUSSION OVER CHAPTER 11.   THIS WILL BE DONE IN SMALL GROUPS AND TEACHER WILL CIRCULATE OBSERVING GROUPS. 

Today students will meet with me and talk about their storyboard (picture notes) and what they drew.

Teacher will ask questions to the student  about what they drew for clarification.

**I will also assign the students to reread chapter 11

FRIDAY:

Students will read chapters 12 and 13 on their own and answer comprehension questions related to the chapters.  Students will also be assigned vocabulary for the day’s reading.

Before students read we may discuss just a little related to where we left off on  reading. (Chapter 11). 

FOLLOWING MONDAY:
Review key events from chapters 12 and 13 before reading together.  Use questions to help review chapters read the day before.

We will read and discuss chapter 14 as a whole group.  Discuss actions of characters and discuss feelings of the characters throughout today’s chapter.  

We will also discuss cause and effect relationships in today’s chapter.  Predictions and explaining character actions will also take place.

Vocabulary study as  a whole group following the reading of the chapter or possible during the reading of the chapter.

After reading chapter 14 have the student complete a perspective entry from both Marty’s and Judd’s perspective.  OR BLOGGING ACTIVITY.

Students will be given a few minutes to practice reading their paragraph.
TUESDAY:
Review with students persuasive paragraph exptectations.  (Topic Sentence, Transition Words, Facts and Examples, Reasons, Closing Sentences, and being truly persuasive.)

Then share with students the list of persuasive topics they can choose from.  Share some of the topics and discuss.  Then give the kids time to pick one of the topics they are interested in.  Students will inform teacher about their selection.

Students will then be given time to brainstorm reasons that support their opinion.  Studnents will use their persuasive prewriting graphic organizer to record their resasons

They will be assigned to finish their prewriting graphic organzer sheet for the next day.

THURSDAY:
On Thursday students will take their prewriting graphic organizer and write their rough draft for their persuasive paragraph.

Paragraph is due on Friday.

FRIDAY:
On Friday students will use their revising, and editing and proofreading guide for persuasive paragraphs.  (This will be done with partners.)

Students will use this to make changes to their writing.

Students will be assigned to write a final draft for Monday.
