Problem solving - Use Logical Reasoning:

REVIEW SUBTRACTION and ADDITION WITH REGROUPING.

THURSDAY:
For today use study guide day 2 materials and overheads. 

First we will review how to read numbers up to the hundred millions. Whole group practice with many examples.  Use created overheads as guided practice.

Review ordering numbers, standard form, missing addends,  estimating sums and differences

Review story problems types that will be on the test.

FRIDAY:  UNIT ONE FINAL TEST!

Standard form, addition, subtraction, estimating

Rounding, expanded form, ordering, and comparing numbers

Test covering standard form and addition and subtraction skills. Also estimating sums and difference and missing addends will be tested. 

Students will also  be assessed on their abilities to round to nearest hundred thousands, nearest ten,  and nearest hundred,  write in expanded form, order from greatest to least, compare numbers, and column addition and also subtraction skills.

Collect assessment today for evaluation.

TALES OF FOURTH GRADE NOTHING

Students  will read on their own pages 69-81.  Flying Train Committee.

Teacher will introduce the use of a storyboard--Picture Notes (Criss handbook page 106-107) that will require students to display their understanding of events read in the chapter.  Pictures on the storyboard can include some of the following reading skills/areas:  main events, drawing pictures reflecting understanding of sequence of events, character traits, setting, inferring character actions or feelings in the chapter.  This will be made clear to the students through the teacher modeling the previous chapter “Fang Hits Town”

Students will  and should write down things they would like to illustrate while they read.

WEDNESDAY:
Students and teacher will define the following words from previous day’s  chapter through using the context. monorail, congestion, and solution.

Following discussion on vocabulary the students will meet with the teacher to discuss what they drew and wrote about the chapter assigned the day before.  Teacher will take notes on discussions with the students.  Teacher will evaluate storymaps/picture notes with use of rubric created by teacher.

As teacher is meeting with students the students will reread the chapter with a partner OR  read in their own chapter book.

Assign students to read the chapter titled The TV Star.  82-96 on their own. (Chapter 8 The TV Star).    Assign chapter 8 discussion/comprhension questions.  Also assign vocabulary for chapter 8.

Assgin students to complete page 34 on drawing conclusions/cause and effect.  This is page 34 from Lit Links book.

Review chapter chapter 8 as a whole group using questions from day before.  

Finish any review of vocabulary for chapter 7 and 8 if necessary.  Review previous day’s reading.

Then we will work through a Timed Reading Plus passage focusing on words in context, fact and opinion, sequence of events, inferences, and main idea.
