Lesson Plans for the week of:  
Lessons 9/30-9/4, 13-14

Special Notes/Reminders for the week:
MATH:  On certain days we will begin the period with mental math  This will depend on the length or material covered in each lesson.  Problem of the day will also be done on some days.
MONDAY:
IA Core:  4.OA pg 31  4.NBT.4 pg 31 
Students will take Delaware Math Screener.

Then passout the End of the First Quarter Assessment given on Friday.

Go over certain parts that students struggled on.  

Assign corrections as needed.

Assign facts of the day.

TUESDAY:

Go over page 84 and 85 to review multiplication properties and division rules.

Assign Reteach 4.1  

Handout for binders for properties and rules and terms.
WEDNESDAY:

IA Core:  4.OA pg 31  4.NBT.4 pg 31  Multiplication: Entire Length of Unit: 4.OA.1, 4.OA.2, 4.OA.3, 4.NBT.5  (Page 31 of 98)  Rest of Week and Entire Unit.

**Review the meaning of multiplication and its relationship with repeated addition. 

Use reteaching sheet as guided practice and modeling.

Use p. 88-89 for examples and the use of manipulatives to help students make connections.  Use my little cubes on overhead as models for students.

Discuss vocabulary involved in multiplication (array, factors, and product) 

*********Talk with the class about the importance of studying multiplication facts at home!  Discuss multiplication bulletin board and how it will be utilized. 

Assignment:  Practice 4.2  Also assign HW 4.2 

THURSDAY:

Use Handwritten sheet to discuss patterns for 2, 5, and 9.  Pattern for 1’s and 0’s are easy just discuss.  Focus a lot on 2’s and 5’s and a little bit on 9’s.    We will spend one day just on 9’s later 

Students will explore patterns in multiplying by 0,1,2, 5 and 9.

Review array, factors, and product.  Introduce definition of a multiple.

Discuss addition and multiplication equations for arrays.

Pull together as a whole group when activity is finished to discuss patterns groups discovered with 0,1, 2,  5.

Assignment:  4-1 and 4-2 and collect today if possible! (from last year's book)

FRIDAY:
Today discuss patterns of products for multiples of 3 and 4.  Could use p. 92-93

Help students to recognize that when 3 is multiplied by an even number the product is always even.  Show examples.  Then help them to recognize that when 3 is multiplied by an odd number, the product is always odd.

Help students to recognize that when 4 is multiplied by any number the product is always even.  

Do more examples with arrays if necessary.

Students will practice their threes and fours with a partner. Use triangle flashcards. 

**Teacher will continue meeting with students and testing for their mastery of  their facts.  Test students over, 0's , 1's, 2's and 5's.

Assignment: Practice and Problem Solving 4-3 (from old text)

READING:  WHOLE GROUP LESSONS

MONDAY:
IOWA CORE (W.E.B. Reading Program is working to improve: Literature IA.1 Page 13, RL 4.10 Page 14

IOWA CORE RL 4.3, IA.1, RL 4.4 VOCAB RL 4.1, RL 4.2, RL 4.7 (ALL WEEK)

Assign students to read the chapter titled The TV Star.  82-96 on their own. (Chapter 8 The TV Star).    Assign chapter 8 discussion/comprhension questions.  Also assign vocabulary for chapter 8.

Assgin students to complete page 34 on drawing conclusions/cause and effect.  This is page 34 from Lit Links book.  

W.E.B.
TUESDAY:

Review chapter chapter 8 as a whole group using questions from day before.  

Finish any review of vocabulary for chapter 7 and 8 if necessary.  Review previous day’s reading.

Today we will read and discuss chapter 9 as a whole group.    “Just Another Rainy Day”.

(Just read as far as we can get.  Don’t rush it)

Define the words usher and concoction using the context as we read the chapter.

Discuss cause and effect relationships as we read and predict to set purpose.  Also make inferences related to character decisions.

WEDNESDAY  and THURSDAY:  This will likely need to go into two days.
Cause and Effect.

As a whole group we will read and discuss chapter  10  and discuss assigned vocabulary.   (Titled: Dribble) Last Chapter.
Students will discuss their feelings about the ending of the book and  the book in general.   

Use After Reading Interview questions on page 10+11 in Alternative Assessment book.

After above work as a whole group on the skill of cause and effect.  Class will explore the comprehension strategy of cause and effect 
Introduce cause and effect by going over page 165 and worksheet page 12 as a whole group.  Fill these out together to help teach and review the skill.

Then assign students to complete cause and effect worksheet #77 from binder with a partner.  We will pull back together as a group to discuss sheet #77. 
**DAY TWO POSSIBLE USE OF SMARTBOARD FOR CAUSE/EFFECT REVIEW/ACTIVITY. 

Following  above give students sheet which tells them which vocabulary to highlight on vocabulary sheets for upcoming test.
FRIDAY AND INTO NEXT MONDAY:  VOCABULARY REVIEW AND VOCAB CARD WORK WILL LIKELY TAKE TWO DAYS.

Discuss with class the expectations for the vocabulary test early next week.  .  

Review definitions quickly using vocabulary packets.  Define any vocabulary that maybe we didn’t  get to during the novel.

Students will then work with a partner to review definitions and to practice how words  could be used in a sentence.  Students will need to use 7 of the words in their own sentence.  Students will write sentences on vocabulary notecards and will eventually show sentences to teacher.  Students will also write definition of words on vocabulary cards.  Students may also draw pictures relating to or supporting the word.
ADDITIONAL We may pull together as a whole group for a vocabulary activity.  Teacher will read definitions and students will try to match word verbally with its definition.  Teacher may also give sample sentences and leave vocabulary words out.  Students would need to come up with the correct word to fit in the sentence.  

Review cause and effect using study guide in binder.

MONDAY OR EARLY THE FOLLOWING WEEK:
Today students will take the final vocabulary and skills test for Tales of a Fourth Grade Nothing.

Students will hand in test when finished for evaluation.

Teachers will introduce writing journals and expectations:  Half page details, pay attention to capitization and punctuation, trying their best on spelling, proofreading, using a topic sentence and conclusion,  indenting, margins.

After going over expectations assign first journal entry and give work time.
