Introduce Tails of a Fourth Grade Nothing.

Read back cover and make predictions.

As group read and discuss pages 1-4, Chapter 1 The Big Winner. As we read focus discussion on characters, setting, predicting, summarizing, and visualizing.

Define selected vocabulary for chapter one.

TUESDAY:
Review what we  read and discussed the previous day.

As a group we will read pages 5-18 .  Teacher will observe student’s oral reading.  Echo read specific parts of the reading.  Discuss paying attention to dialogue and punctuation.

Students will define vocabulary words found in chapter’s one and two.

**As we read focus on character traits for our main characters.  Discuss cause and effect relationships, make connections to the text, and ask questions as a reader.

**Assign Chapter One True False Quiz from binder.  

WEDNESDAY:
TALES OF A FOURTH GRADE NOTHING:

Discuss previous day’s reading.  Also review and discuss definitions for previous day’s words.  

Following sharing read pages 19-26 as a whole group and use discussion guide (ALSO UTILIZE PAIR SHARE IN DISCUSSION)  

Define 2 words for chapter 3  using the context.  Record as  whole group.

**Also go over sequence of event skill sheet page 24 for the chapter The Family Dog. This is in the binder.  Also go over word study (contractions) at bottom of sheet.  

After above  go over page 120 as a whole group to discuss context clues.  Then assign 121 as assignment for context clues. This is from the Complete book of reading.

THURSDAY:
Begin period by reviewing as  a whole group page 121 on context clues.  Collect assignment.

Then students will read pages 27 - 39 on their own.   Chapter 4 
Students will answer short question sheet checking for comprehension of material read both orally and individually. Collect today and evaluate.  This will help me to evaluate my students level of comprehension and learn more about them as readers at this point of the school year.
FRIDAY:

TALES OF FOURTH GRADE NOTHING

Review where we left off chapter 4.  Use assigned comprehension questions to review chapter.

Then go over page 26 and 27 for chapter 4 My Brother the Bird. This is also in the binder.  Possibly have students complete with a partner first  

Today we will read out of Scholastic to work on our non fiction reading strategies.  

Read and discuss cover story as a whole group.  Vocabulary study using context as we read and discuss.

Assign skill sheet or use online resources as well.

Begin our in depth study of levers.  Today begin reading and discussing about levers.  Today read about Class 1 Levers.  Pages 5-6 out of book titled Levers and Pulleys (Foss Science Stories)  is in simple machine yellow binder.  Also use pages 5,7, and 8 out of brown book call work and machines on all three levers. 

Also use page 17 and 18 out of Blue Book titled Simple Machines Force, Motion, and Energy (new book)  

WEDNESDAY: 

Benchmarks/Indicators:  #3.2 A.  

Today we will complete a lever  lab to help the students understand effort, load, and fulcrum.   Use pages  31 and 32.  Students  will hypothosize which lever is the easiest to use base on the location of the fulcrum.

Hypothosize first then complete experiment.  Student will then draw a conclusion .

Discuss following experiment.  

THURSDAY:
Benchmarks/Indicators:  #3.2 A

Review experiment/lab completed on Wednesday.   Review what we learned.

Then go over the top of page 40 titled types of levers found in yellow binder.  Top of page 40 will review the three  classes of levers.

Also possibly use the bulletin board to review the three classes of levers.

Then assign students to complete page 40 on their own and hand in sheet.  Check sheet and possibly try to review together if time allows.

FRIDAY:

Pulleys

Read pages 16 and 17 out of Foss Science Stories titled Lever and Pulleys to introduce pulleys.  Read and discuss as a whole group.  

Also read page 46 on pulleys. This page found in simple machines binder will introduce students to pulleys.
