MONDAY:

Problem Solving:  Guess and Check 

Use p. 156-157 for guided practice and example problems as additional practice.  

**Use practice and enrichment 6.5 as guided practice.

Talk about the strategy of making a table for your guesses so you know which direction to go with your guessing.

Assignment: 

ASSIGN PUZZLE SHEET.  THESE ARE LIKE PROBLEMS ON IA ASSESSMENT.
TUESDAY:
Multiply a 2-digit number by a 1 digit number. 

Start with a review of multiplying a 2 digit number by a one digit with regrouping.  Do several examples as  a whole class.

Then introduce how to multiply a three digit number by a one digit number with regrouping.

Use manipulatives to demonstrate the renaming process using  a three digit number by a one digit number with regrouping.  

Use pages 160-161 as teacher and student reference for guided practice and instruction.  Possibly use reteaching overhead 6.6.

Also use 6.6 graph paper warmup as guided practice

Assignment: Assign grid paper assignment sheet of 12 problems. And  P.S. 6.6.

WEDNESDAY:
Students will learn how to multiply a 4 digit number by a 1 digit number with multiple trades.  

Teacher will use page 164 and 165 as teacher reference and resource.

As a whole group go through several examples multiplying a 4 digit number by a 1 digit number with multiple trades.  After doing several together, have students work on some of these types of problems on a piece of scratch paper as we work through the problems together.  (27x3, 89x4, 306x7, 521x5)

**As guided practice Remedia #7.

**Make sure to have some with zeros in the middle.  

Assignment: Practice 5-8 (old text) 

THURSDAY:

 #2 D and Zeros in Multiplication (Practice Skill)

Students will learn how to multiply money.  First we will review how to multiply 2, 3, and 4 digits numbers by a 1 digit number.  

After review as  a whole class we will practice how to multiply amounts of money.  

The class will discuss how the steps do not change, however at the end of the problems we need to insert a decimal (two numbers to the right at all times) and a dollar sign.  **Again make sure to practice some problems with middle zeros.

Assignment: Practice 5-9 (old text)

FRIDAY:
Multiplication of three factors

Students will learn how to multiply when you have three factors.

Teacher and class will use pages 100-101 as teacher and student reference, and as an introduction and for guided practice.

Use reteaching 4.7 as  guided practice.  

We will make sure to discuss the grouping property and what to do when a math equation has parenthesis.

Assignment:  Skill 36 page page 17 and problem solving 4.7.

Start reading time with WEB reading time (Read to Self)

Read “He Made the World Bright.”    This passage will introduce us to the focus vocabulary for this passage.  Use page 223-224  in teachers guide. The first time reading the passage focus on defining key vocabulary. Use teachers’s guide to help teach vocab.

Reread the passage again and use 223 A and 224  B in teacher’s guide as guide to generating questions and problem and solution.  Fill out Transparency #9 (Problem and Solution Chart)  (Graphic Organizer Transparency #9)  as a whole group.

Assign Approaching Level workbook page 59 on vocabulary to review vocab.  

TUESDAY:

Review as a whole group vocabulary from “He Made the Word Bright”  Go over worksheet assigned the day before.  Use Vocabulary Transparency 17 to help review definition too.  See page j247 C in textbook.

Then students will read the selection with an assigned partner.  Students will answer comprehension questions related to the reading.  Students may or may not get all the reading done on Tuesday. If we need to go into Wednesday we will.

WEDNESDAY
Wednesday we will discuss the assigned reading from Tuesday.  We will use comprehension questions assigned the day before to help with the review.

Reread parts of passage if necessary.  Also use illustrations to help with the review.

Also review vocabulary.

THURSDAY:  FLUENCY DAY  SEE 37 A IN TEACHER’S GUIDE.

**We will review Ben Franklin Stole the Lightning to prepare for Friday’s selection test.  Also review vocabulary as well.  Use vocabulary overhead to help with review.

**Then Mr. Dreyer and I will model reading fluency practice.  Share with students and discuss their reading fluency score for the fall.  Also talk about the winter goal. 

After modeling reading fluency the students will complete readiing fluency practice.

Time to revise their paragraphs with a partner.

THURSDAY:
Students will edit and proofread their first narrative paragraph with a new partner.

Students will use page  21 to edit and proofread their paragraphs.

Also handout revising and editing checklist for the traits of Ideas, organization, sentence fluency and conventions.

Students will rewrite their first narrative paragraph and turn it into teacher  by the end of the day on THURSDAY!  If possible!   We will see how it goes.

FRIDAY AND NEXT MONDAY:
Students  will be assigned to work on their second narrative paragraph.  Students will conduct prewriting through use of same graphic organizer. Do Only prewriting on FRIDAY.

Have  a few kids share verbally the ideas they have for their second narrative paragraph.  

Teacher will begin to meet with students over their first narrative paragraph.  

WRITING OF STORY WILL HAPPEN THE FOLLOWING MONDAY.
